BACKGROUND 

I want to congratulate the Manly Warringah Gymnastics Club on their success at the recent 2021 
Australian Gymnastics Championships 

It is a remarkable achievement for the Club and congratulations to the 32 members who 
participated and came home with some amazing team and individual results including 13 Gold 
medals, 18 Silver medals and 12 Bronze medals.  They competed as part of a State team of more 
than 500 competitors with New South Wales taking out first place.  On the Northern Beaches we 
can proudly say that we have 13 individual, apparatus, and Team National Champions, 18 runners-
up and 12 third place winners all between the ages of 8 to 18 years.
